Curbside Recycling Collection Information

All recyclables must be placed in blue or clear bags or in a covered bin in order to be collected.  The following recyclable items may be placed on the curb for collection each Recycle Wednesday: 

· cardboard

· newspaper

· all paper grades (except shredded)

· plastic #1 and #2 bottles with a neck (look for the triangular recycle symbol on the bottle to determine the plastic number)

· aluminum cans 

· rinsed out steel cans 

Items do not need to be separated, cans do not need to be crushed, pull-tabs do not need to be removed from cans and lids do not need to be removed from plastic bottles and jugs.  
Convenience Centers for Recycling
Chattanooga has four convenience centers strategically placed throughout the city to help maximize our recycling capabilities. At convenience centers, materials that cannot be collected through curbside can be dropped off at any of these convenient locations in order to be recycled.  They are located at:
