A RESOLUTION TO ESTABLISH AN INTERIM PLAN FOR IDENTIFICATION OF POTENTIAL FLOOD PLAIN AREAS AND TO ENCOURAGE DEVELOPERS TO WORK COOPERATIVELY WITH THE STORMWATER DIVISION WITH RESPECT THERETO.

WHEREAS, certain undeveloped areas and growth areas in the City experience unanticipated flooding; and 


WHEREAS, many of these areas have never been modeled for flood plains; and


WHEREAS, detailed studies of these areas should be performed by the Stormwater Division of the Department of Public Works of the City of Chattanooga as resources allow; and


WHEREAS, approximate flood studies are a cost-effective, intermediate way to identify flood prone areas until detailed flood studies can be completed;

NOW, THEREFORE,


BE IT RESOLVED BY THE STORMWATER REGULATIONS BOARD OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, That the Stormwater Division of the Department of Public Works of the City of Chattanooga be and hereby is requested to create a method of identifying potential flood prone areas based on the best available data (e.g. soil maps, call history, engineering judgment, etc.) until approximate or detailed studies can be completed.


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That the Stormwater Division is encouraged to work closely and cooperatively with the Hamilton County GIS Department to have the most current and up to date contour mapping to support the effort of creating and maintaining approximate and detailed flood studies.


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That the Stormwater Division is encouraged to complete these approximate and detailed studies in the most expeditious means available.


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That developers are encouraged to complete these approximate flood studies before developing properties which may be subject to flooding.


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That developers and the Stormwater Division are encouraged to share in the cost of such studies.
