Dickie Hutsell, Zoning Offi-
cial, hos had a daily impact on
the neighborhoods in District 6.
With the neighbors working
through Dickie, we have had
commercial vehicles removed
from the residential areas, and
with his guidance, the Council
passed legisiation to prohioit big-
ger frucks and commercial frailers
from being porked in our
neighborhoods.  We have been
able to enforce zoning issues with
Dickie's help. Several locations
which had been down zoned
have lost e grandfather protec-
fion; Dickie hos assisted the
neighborhoods by making  sure
these properties are not used in-
appropriately.

The individuals within the
neighborhoods  probably have
more contact with Ed Graham
and his feam than any other
group at City Hall. From abon-
doned cars fo knee high grass, the
neighbors know that £d will be on
the scene and take violators fo

court. In District 6, Ed and his feam
have truly made me look like o
great Councilperson by taking
care of the everyday issues that
affect everyone.

The unsung heroes in our
neighborhoods are the employees
of Public Works. Public Works does
such a good job that the
neighbors fake them for granted
Only when something does not go
exaclly os expecled do the
neighbors realize how important
their services are to making our
lives better. Steve Leach and Lee
Noris are always available to help
in the neighborhoods with con-
cems from potholes fo coyotes

The Regional Planning
Agency and John Van Winkle,
Traffic Engineer, have assisted
neighborhoods with problems and
addressed concems when devel-
opment has been proposed. We
have had residential and com-
mercial growth in District 6, and all
of it has abutted existing homes.
The problems have been many.
but the professional staff has less-

ened the impact on the estab-
lished neighoors.

District 6 is in the process of
planning an art event, “Celebrate
the Arts in Brainerd” for October
14m. The neighborhood represen-
tafives, Missy Crutchfield, Adminis-
trator of Arfs and Culture, Parks
and Recreation, Public Works, the
Fire Deparment and Police De-
partment are involved at various
stages in bringing this event to frui-
tion. The festival is an example of
the neighbornoods and the City
working fogether fo make Chatfo-
nooga the best place to live, work
and play.
