Eigible applicants are neighbarhood associafions or civic organizations located within the
Chattanooga City limits for at least six (6] months prior to the application date. Ineligible applcants are
govemmental agencies, educational insftutions, refigious institufions, private and for-profit businesses and
individuals and private property owners.
