Mayor Ron Littlefield and City Consider
Brownfields Grants

Chattanooga, Tenn. -Mayor Littlefield and the City are looking at fhree proposals for EPA Brown-
fields grant applications due in December. A public meeting will be held on Thursday, November
9", 5:30pm af the Southeast Tennessee Career Center/New Economy Instifute (1105 East 10th
st./Comer of 10th St. and Central Ave.) to receive public input on the goals and scope of these.
proposals.

The three proposals are:

1. A $200,000 EPA Brownfields Assessment Grant to conduct a community-wide hazardous materi-
als assessment in a large area generally descried as the eastern part of Chattanooga’s urban
core.

2. A $200,000 EPA Brownfields Cleanup Grant fo complete the final stage of cleanup in the ongo-
ing redevelopment of he former Cavaler Site.

3. An EPA Brownfields Revolving Loan Fund Grant of up fo $1,000,000 fo establish a revalving loan
fund for Brownfields cleanup and redevelopment.

These proposals are a part of the mayor's and Brownfields Task Force's efforts to implement an on-
going, comprehersive, coordinated Brownfields remediation and redevelopment program that
maximizes the use of federal Brownfields funds and fargefs strategic Brownfield sites for develop-
ment and revitalization.

“It s vitally important to the City of Chattanooga and its citizenry that we identify, remediate and
use the valuable land within the cify's Mayor Ron Littlefield. “We have an opporturity
fo capture federal funding fo clean up fhe land, fhen give it back fo our cifizens so it can be-
come productive again,” said Mayor Littiefield.
