The City of Chattanooga, Engineering Dept. (City) is requesting proposals from firms to provide Professional Design Services and Construction Services for the support of planning, design, and construction activities involved with the repair of the 72” interceptor sewer damaged by eight (8) H-Piles during the construction of I-24 (Williams Street and I-24 Westbound On-ramp).

THE EVALUATION WILL CONSIDER:

Proposals will be evaluated by the City on the basis of the most advantageous, price, and other factors considered as follows:
1. Experience and reputation in the field of the services requested by the City and references related thereto.

2. Qualifications of the individuals who will perform the tasks and the amounts of their respective participation.

3. Consultant’s knowledge of the City and the subject matter to be addressed under the contract.

4. Ability to perform the tasks in a timely fashion.

5. Location (distance) of primary office in relation to the City’s administrative offices.

6. Recent, current and projected workload of the individual or firm.

7.  Compensation proposal.

8. Thoroughness and completeness of the applicant’s submittal.

9. Other factors if demonstrated to be in the best interests of the City.

10. Other specific criteria set forth in the requests for proposals which are unique to said requests for proposals.

SUBMISSION DETAILS:

1. The City reserves the right to cancel this Request for Proposal for any reason without any liability to any proponent or to waive irregularities at their own discretion. 
2. All proposals will remain confidential, subject to the Public Records Act.
3. The City anticipates that this contract will be awarded within 60 days of the closing date.

ALL SUBMISSIONS SHALL INCLUDE THE FOLLOWING MINIMUM INFORMATION:

This document describes certain minimum conditions that the City has determined necessary for this project and the proponent is expressly required to furnish information which meets or exceeds these minimum conditions.
1. Name of the individual(s) to be assigned to perform the tasks.

2. Professional experience and education of the individual(s) to be assigned including a listing of experience with the City and /or experience with other clients.

3. A statement concerning the ability of the firm/individual to perform tasks assigned to them in a timely fashion.

4. Professional licenses and certifications held by the individual(s) to be assigned.

5. A description of the support staff available to the individual(s) to be assigned.

6. Certificates of Insurance issued by an insurance carrier licensed in the State of Tennessee in accordance with the City’s Insurance Requirements (Attachment ‘A’).

All responses to this Request for Proposals (RFP):

4. The City will not be responsible for late mail deliveries and no responses to this RFP will be accepted by the City if received after the time stipulated above.

SCOPE OF SERVICES:

Professional Design Services:

· The scope of Design Services shall consist of Analyzing the damage caused by the H-Piles driven through the 72" interceptor sewer, determining the appropriate method of removal of H-Piles, Designing a repair method to repair the concrete pipe, to fill in the void areas that may be under, over, and/or around the pipe, and to provide a water tight seal. Designer shall also provide a safety lock-out plan for the 23rd Street Pump Station that adheres to all Federal Regulations concerning safety and Confined Space Entry. All design aspects are subject to approval by the City and TDOT.

Construction Services:

· The scope of Construction Services shall consist of removal of additional debris inside the pipe from the access manhole to 20 ft. past the last H-Piling repaired, the removal and disposal of all sludge built up around the external part of the pipe, removal of the H-Piles and repair of the pipe, void areas around the pipe, and a water tight seal inside the pipe. All work will require a Certified Contractor in Confined Space Entry.

DELIVERABLES:
Professional Design Services:

1. Six (6) sets of size “D” (24”x36”) drawings. 

2. One (1) compact disk containing electronic files (AutoCAD 2004 format)

3. Safety lock-out plan for 23rd Street Pump Station.

Construction Services:

1. Remove H-piles from 72” pipe.

2. Repair damaged sections.

3. Remove all debris from access manhole to 20 ft past repair.

4. Provide watertight seal.

5. Provide a video inspection of the pipe after final repair.

TIME SCHEDULE:
1. Time is of the essence for this contact. As part of the proposal a time line for the design and construction services shall be submitted.
METHOD OF REIMBURSEMENT:
1. Reimbursement for Design Services will be based on lump-sum cost  which covers all costs for labor, overhead, profit, plus non-salary expenses. Non-salary expenses are defined as indirect costs associated with transportation, telephone, reproduction, computer use, postage, subcontractor services, and all other similar out-of-pocket expenses.
2. Progress billings for Design Services may be submitted based on percentage of work completed. A list of the hours spent by employees for each task shall also be submitted to verify percentage of work completed. Non-salary costs can be submitted as a lump-sum amount. Receipts for indirect costs are not required. A written summary of work completed during the billing cycle shall be included with all progress billings.
3. Reimbursement for Construction Services will be based on cost-plus which shall cover the costs for all materials, supplies, labor, indirect cost and subcontractor services necessary as part of the project. The proposal shall state the amount of each for overhead and profit and have an estimated cost.
4. Progress billings for Construction Services shall be billed on the cost-plus basis. Each progress payment shall include employee time sheets, with benefit ratio and cost, material and supplies invoices, sub-contractor invoices, etc.
PRE-SUBMITTAL MEETING:

A Pre-Submittal Meeting shall be held on Wednesday, August 1, 2007 at 10:00 am in Conference Room 2B of the Development Resource Center (DRC) located at 1250 Market Street, Suite 2100, Chattanooga, TN 37402. The meeting will be held to discuss the project and review the video recording of the damage. At the meeting the video recording will be available for interested firms to pick up. At the conclusion of the meeting a visit will be made to the site.

INFORMATION PROVIDED:

1. Attachment ‘B’ is a vicinity map of the site location. The damaged section is located under the retaining wall adjacent to the west bound on ramp of I-24 and is approximately 150 feet from the recently installed access manhole in  Williams Street.
2. Attachment ‘C’ is a schematic drawing showing the approximate location of the H-Piles penetrating the 72” pipe. The H-Piles generally enter at approximately 10 – 11 o’ clock and exit between 6 - 8 o’clock. The approximate distance between each H-pile is 6.5 feet.
3. A video recording of the damage will be available upon request after the Pre-Submittal meeting. 
4. The Contractor can expect to work two (2) intervals of four (4) hours each inside the pipe with a two (2) hour time out in between to allow the 23rd Street Pump Station to pump down to an acceptable holding level during dry weather in a twenty-four (24) hour day. During wet weather days, the work may have to be postponed or shortened depending on conditions. Coordination with Moccasin Bend Wastewater Treatment Plant will be required for the duration of the project.

Attachment ‘A’
INSURANCE REQUIRMENTS
Consultant/Contractor shall purchase and maintain during the life of this Agreement, insurance coverage which will satisfactorily insure him against claims and liabilities which arise because of the execution of this Agreement, with the minimum insurance coverages as follows:


1.
Commercial General Liability Insurance, with a limit of $1,000,000 for each occurrence and $2,000,000 in the general aggregate.


2.
Automobile Liability Insurance, with a limit of $1,000,000 for each accident, combined single limit for bodily injury and property damage.


3.
Worker's Compensation Insurance and Employer's Liability Insurance, in accordance with statutory requirements, with a limit of $500,000 for each accident.


4.
Professional Liability Insurance, with a limit of $1,000,000 for each claim and aggregate.

Prior to issuance of the Notice to Proceed by Owner, Consultant shall have on file with Owner certificates of insurance acceptable to Owner.  Said certificates of insurance shall be filed with Owner in January of each year or may be submitted with each agreement. Upon completion of all Services, obligations, and duties provided for in this Agreement, or if this Agreement is terminated for any reason, the terms and conditions of this section shall survive.

Notwithstanding any other provision of the Agreement, Owner waives any claim against Consultant  and, to the maximum extent permitted by law, agrees to defend, indemnify, and hold Consultant harmless from any claim, liability, and/or defense costs for injury or loss arising from Consultant’s discovery of unanticipated hazardous materials or suspected hazardous materials, including, but not limited to, any costs created by delay of the project and any cost associated with possible reduction of the property value.
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
