CLASSIFICATION SUMMARY:

Incumbents in this classification are responsible for planning and implementing educational activities and special events of the Warner Park Zoo. Duties include serving as backup to Zookeepers and Assistant Zoo Director and assisting with community outreach activities.  Work requires limited supervision and the use of independent judgment and discretion.
SERIES LEVEL:

The Zoo Education Curator is a stand-alone classification in the Zoo.
Essential FUNCTIONS:

· Serves as a lead to Friends of the Zoo and volunteers to include assigning and monitoring work, training staff on work methods and procedures, and providing direction.

· Plans and implements educational programs, ensuring compliance with applicable County, Sate, and Federal laws and curriculum requirements.

· Develops and disseminates graphics, the zoo magazine, and related educational materials.

· Plans, implements and prepares for special events.
· Recruits and coordinates volunteers for special events.

· Participates in/on a variety of meetings, committees, workshops, and/or other related groups in order to receive and convey information.

· Develops and facilitates presentations for environmental, civic, and/or other applicable groups.

· Performs other duties as assigned.

MINIMUM QUALIFICATIONS:

Associate’s Degree with course work emphasis in Biology or Zoology and three years previous experience that includes education program coordination, environmental/conservation education, zoo operations, and public interaction.

Valid Tennessee Driver’s License.

KNOWLEDGE AND SKILLS:

Knowledge of public relations principles; program development and management principles; animal science principles; educational development practices; biological and zoological processes; basic zoological nutrition principles; animal behavior principles; customer service principles; and, applicable tools and equipment utilized in assigned area of responsibility.
