SECTION 3.  That there be and is hereby added a new Section 7(a)(4) establishing supplemental pay for the position of Plant Operator, who substitute for Plant Operator Senior and for the position of Plant Operator Senior, who substitute for Chief Plant Operator, as needed.  Plant Operator shall receive a supplement of $450.00 annually whereby a maximum of four (4) individuals may receive this pay.  Plant Operator Senior shall receive a supplement of Five Hundred Dollars ($500.00) annually whereby a maximum of four (4) individuals may receive this pay.  This supplement shall be paid on the last pay period of the fiscal year.



SECTION 4.  That there be and is hereby added a new Section 6(b) establishing a budget for the Interceptor Sewer System (Fund 5100) for Fiscal Year 1998/99.
