ORDINANCE NO. 10796

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND ORDINANCE NO. 6958, AS AMENDED, KNOWN AS THE ZONING ORDINANCE, SO AS TO REZONE A TRACT OF LAND LOCATED IN THE 1600 BLOCK OF McCALLIE AVENUE, MORE PARTICULARLY DESCRIBED HEREIN, FROM C-2 CONVENIENCE COMMERCIAL ZONE TO C-2, SUBJECT TO CERTAIN CONDITIONS.

SECTION 1.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, That Ordinance No. 6958, as amended, known as the Zoning Ordinance, be and the same is hereby amended so as to rezone:

A tract of land located in the 1600 block of McCallie Avenue, being on the northeast and southwest lines of McCallie Avenue between Holly Street and Hickory Street.  Lots 9-12 and 16, block 25, Orchard Knob, The McCallie Avenue Land and Improvement Company’s First Addition, as shown by plat of record in plat book 1, page 41, ROHC, revised lot 15, Corrective Plat, W. C. Teas Addition to Orchard Knob, A Resubdivision of Lots 13-14-15, Block 25, McCallie Avenue Land and Improvement Company’s Addition, as shown by plat of record in plat book 45, page 76, ROHC, and lots 1-8, block 13, Highland Park Addition No. 1, as shown by plat of record in plat book 1, page 23, ROHC; being the properties described as Tracts 2 and 3 in deed book 3692, page 292, ROHC, Tract 1 in deed book 3903, page 991, ROHC, deed book 2340, page 140, ROHC, Tract 2 in deed book 1950, page 125, ROHC, deed book 2248, page 110, ROHC, deed book 2877, page 462, ROHC, and deed book 2950, page 884, ROHC.  Tax Map No. 146J-L-11, 12.1, 13-15, 17, and 19.

from  C-2 Convenience Commercial to C-2 Convenience Commercial Zone with Conditions.



SECTION 2.

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED,
That this rezoning shall be subject to conditions that the following uses be prohibited:



1.
The playing of music or making of announcements directly or through mechanical or electronic devices in a manner audible at any residential lot line;



2.
Adult-oriented establishments;



3.
Theaters, skating rinks, dance halls, billiard rooms, or other businesses or uses devoted primarily to entertainment or amusement;



4.
Liquor stores;



5.
Mini-warehouses;



6.
Automobile and/or boat service stations, washes, new and used dealerships and/or repair facilities;



7.
Towing or wrecker services;



8.
Open-air markets and outdoor storage or sale of merchandise, except for flowers, plants, trees and shrubs, fruit and vegetables;



9.
Miniature golf courses and similar outdoor amusement facilities;

10.
Small animal kennels, boarding or training facilities and similar uses which have animals outdoors (veterinary hospitals and offices are permitted except for outdoor boarding, etc. of animals); 



11.
The sale of beer, wine and other alcoholic beverages for consumption on the premises; and






12.
All existing easements are retained.



SECTION 3.

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, That this Ordinance shall take effect two weeks from and after its passage, as provided by law.
