ORDINANCE NO. 10849
AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHATTANOOGA CITY CODE, PART II, CHAPTER 2, SO AS TO ADD SECTION 2‑12, RELATIVE TO THE REMOVAL OF MEMBERS FROM BOARDS AND/OR COMMISSIONS.



BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE:



SECTION 1.  That Chattanooga City Code, Part II, Chapter 2, be and same is hereby amended by adding thereto a new Section 2-12 to read as follows:

Sec. 2-12.
Board and commissions – removal of members.

(a)
The chairman of any duly authorized board or commission shall notify the Mayor in writing of any member’s failure to attend three (3) consecutive meetings, or if a member misses more than fifty percent (50%) of the meetings in any twelve (12) month period.


(b)
Any duly appointed member of a board or commission may be removed by the Mayor, after notice to the City Council, for neglect of duty, or, malfeasance.  Neglect of duty may be determined if a member of a board or commission fails to attend three (3) consecutive meetings or misses more than fifty percent (50%) of the meetings during any twelve (12) month period.

SECTION 2.  That this Ordinance shall become effective two (2) weeks from and after its passage as provided by law.
