ORDINANCE NO. 11045

AN ORDINANCE CLOSING AND ABANDONING AN ALLEY BEGINNING FIFTY-SIX FEET (56’) NORTH OF WEST 17TH STREET BETWEEN COWART STREET AND WILLIAMS STREET, AND EXTENDING ONE HUNDRED FOUR FEET (104’) FURTHER NORTH, MORE PARTICULARLY DESCRIBED HEREIN AND AS SHOWN ON PLAT ATTACHED HERETO AND MADE A PART HEREOF BY REFERENCE, SUBJECT TO RETENTION OF AN EXISTING SEWER EASEMENT.



SECTION 1.  BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, That there be and is hereby closed and abandoned an alley beginning 56’ north of West 17th Street between Cowart Street and Williams Street, and extending 104’ further north, more particularly described herein and as shown on plat attached hereto and made a part hereof by reference, subject to retention of an existing sewer easement by the City of Chattanooga:

A 10 foot wide unopened alleyway beginning 56 feet northeast of the northeast line of West 17th Street and 140 feet southeast of the southeast line of Cowart Street, and extending northeast 104 feet between parallel lines, and parallel to Cowart Street, to the northeast line (if extended) of lot I, J. W. Goldsmith’s Subdivision, plat book 3, page 38, ROHC.  Said alley separates lots D, E, and part of lot C, from lots I, J, and part of lot K, said J. W. Goldsmith’s Subdivision.  Tax Map No. 145K-K-007, 008, and 012, as shown on the attached map.



SECTION 2. BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, That this Ordinance shall be effective two (2) weeks from and after its passage as provided by law.
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
