ORDINANCE NO. 11087

AN ORDINANCE CLOSING AND ABANDONING AN OPEN ALLEY BETWEEN 32ND AND 34TH STREETS PARALLEL TO CALHOUN AVENUE AND ROSSVILLE BOULEVARD, MORE PARTICULARLY DESCRIBED HEREIN AND AS SHOWN ON PLAT ATTACHED HERETO AND MADE A PART HEREOF BY REFERENCE, SUBJECT TO CERTAIN CONDITIONS.



SECTION 1.  BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, That there be and is hereby closed and abandoned an open alley between 32nd and 34th Streets parallel to Calhoun Avenue and Rossville Boulevard, more particularly described herein and as shown on plat attached hereto and made a part hereof by reference:

Part of an opened alley beginning on the southwest line of the alley at East 32nd Street, between Calhoun Avenue and Rossville Boulevard, thence southeast 1680 feet to East 24th Street.  Said alley separates lots 168-184, Clifton Hills Subdivision, Plat Book 6, Page 17, Deed Book 3492, Page 174, Deed Book 3288, Page 263, Deed Book 973, Page 213, and Deed Book 3288, Page 256, ROHC, from lots 2-4, Block 60, East End Land Company Addition #1, Plat Book 2, Page 22, and lot 186, Clifton Hills Subdivision, Plat Book 6, Page 17, Deed Book 3288, Page 256, lots 420 and 421, Clifton Hills Addition #2, Plat Book 8, Page 36, Deed Book 2224, Page 495, Lot 188 (EPB Easement) through lot 199, Clifton Hills Addition #1, Plat Book 6, Page 17, Deed Book S21, Page 378, Deed Book 3775, Page 636, Deed Book 3288, Page 256, and Deed Book 4926, Page 72, ROHC.  Tax Map 156P-F-002, 003, 004, 007, 012, 014, 015, 016, 020, 023, and 024, as shown on the attached map.



SECTION 2.  BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, That this abandonment shall be subject to the following conditions:

1.
The reservation for Jupiter Industries, Inc., d/b/a Chattanooga Gas Company, of a 20-foot easement for its gas main and other distribution facilities located within the petitioned right-of-way, which must be maintained for the use and benefit of its customers.

2.
The Electric Power Board of Chattanooga has distribution facilities located within the right-of-way which must be maintained for the use and benefit of its customers and requests that a 20-foot right-of-way be reserved as an easement for the operation, maintenance, rebuilding, and replacement of these distribution facilities.

3.
The City of Chattanooga has a sewer located within the right-of-way and reserves a 20-foot easement for the purpose of maintaining said sewer.

4.
Bell South has facilities and needs a right-of-way for relocation including the relocation costs.

5.
The signed agreements with the Electric Power Board giving access to the two existing residential structures on Calhoun Avenue, copies of which are attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference. 



SECTION 3. BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, That this Ordinance shall be effective two (2) weeks from and after its passage as provided by law.
