ORDINANCE NO. 11123

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND ORDINANCE NO. 6958, AS AMENDED, KNOWN AS THE ZONING ORDINANCE, SO AS TO REZONE TRACTS OF LAND LOCATED BETWEEN BROAD STREET AND MARKET STREET BETWEEN WEST 16TH STREET AND WEST 20TH STREET, MORE PARTICULARLY DESCRIBED HEREIN, FROM M-1 MANUFACTURING ZONE TO C-3 CENTRAL BUSINESS ZONE, SUBJECT TO CERTAIN CONDITIONS.



SECTION 1.  BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, That Ordinance No. 6958, as amended, known as the Zoning Ordinance, be and the same hereby is amended so as to rezone:

Tracts of land located between Broad Street and Market Street and between West 16th Street and West 20th Street.  Beginning at the intersection of the centerline of West 19th Street and Cowart Street, thence extending 160 feet northwest to the east line of an unnamed alley, thence following said alley northeast some 330 feet to the centerline of West 18th Street, thence some 160 feet southeast to the centerline of the intersection of West 18th Street and Cowart Street, thence some 330 feet northeast along the centerline of Cowart Street to the intersection of the centerline of Cowart Street and West 17th Street thence some 160 feet northwest along the centerline of West 17th Street to the east line of an unnamed alley, thence some 330 feet northeast along said alley to its intersection with the centerline of West 16th Street, thence some  820 feet southeast along the centerline of West 16th Street to its intersection with Long Street, thence 330 feet southwest along Long Street to its intersection with the centerline of West 17th Street, thence 147 feet southeast along West 17th Street to the west line of an alley thence some 270 feet southwest, thence 122 feet southeast, thence some 404 feet southwest to the centerline of West 19th Street, thence 120 feet southeast to the west line of an alley, thence 129 feet southwest to the north line of an unnamed alley, thence 400 feet northwest along said alley to the centerline of Long Street, thence some 75 feet northeast along the centerline of Long Street, thence 230 feet northwest to the centerline of  Williams Street, thence 24 feet northeast with Williams Street, thence 165 feet northwest to the centerline of an alley, thence 14 feet southwest, thence 165 feet northwest to the centerline of Cowart Street, thence some 95 feet northeast along the centerline of Cowart Street to the point of beginning. 

from  M-1 Manufacturing Zone to C-3 Central Business Zone.



SECTION 2.  BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, That this rezoning shall be subject to the following conditions:



1.
The revised legal description is as follows:



Residential Development:

Beginning at the intersection of the centerline of West 19th Street and Cowart Street, thence extending 160 feet northwest to the east line of an unnamed alley, thence following said alley northeast some 216 feet to the southwest corner of Tax Map 145K-M-003, thence some 135 feet southeast along the south line of said parcel, thence some 44.5 feet northeast along the east line of said parcel, thence some 135 feet northwest to the east line of the above referenced alley, thence 70 feet northeast to the centerline of West 18th Street, thence 160 feet southeast to the intersection of the centerline of 18th Street and Cowart Street, thence some 330 feet northeast along the centerline of Cowart Street, thence some 25 feet southeast from the centerline of Cowart Street to the southwest corner of  Lot E. J. W. Goldsmith’s Subdivision, Plat Book 3, Page 38, thence 150 feet southeast to the east line of an unnamed alley, thence some 250 feet northeast along said alley to the centerline of West 16th Street, thence some  340 feet southeast along the centerline of West 16th Street, thence 25 feet southwest to the east lines of Tax Map 145L-D-001 and 027, thence 93.34 feet southwest along said lines to the southwest corner of Tax Map 145L-D-004, thence 165 feet southeast to the centerline of Long Street, thence 211.67 feet southwest along Long Street to its intersection with the centerline of West 17th Street, thence 150 feet southeast along West 17th Street to the west line of an alley, thence 275 feet southwest along said alley, thence 20 feet southeast to the northeast corner of  Tax Map 145LD-B-027, thence 404 feet along the east line of Tax Maps 145LD-B-027-021 and 018 to the centerline of West 19th Street, thence 236 feet southeast to the west line of an alley, thence 149 feet southwest to the north line of an unnamed alley, thence 400 feet northwest along said alley to the centerline of Long Street, thence some 80 feet northeast along the centerline of Long Street, thence 25 feet northwest to the southeast corner of Tax Map 145K-P-008, thence 330 feet northwest along the south line of  Tax Map 145K-P-008 and 014 to the west line of Williams Street, thence 25 feet northeast to the southeast corner of Tax Map 145K-N-007, thence 135 feet northwest along the southline of said parcel to the east line of an unnamed alley, thence 15 feet southwest along said alley, thence 10 feet northwest across said alley to the southeast corner of Tax Map 145K-N-014, thence 160 feet northwest to the centerline of Cowart Street, thence 95 feet northeast to the intersection of West 19th Street and Cowart Street the point of beginning.  Excepting therefrom Tax Map 145K-K007, 008 and 145M-A-007. 



Commercial/Warehouse Development:
Several tracts of land located between of Broad Street to the west, Market Street to the East, West 16th Street to the north and West 20th Street to the south being Tax Maps 145K-K-002, 003, 007, 008, 012, 013, and 014, Tax Map 145K-M-003, Tax Maps 145L-D-002, 003, and 004, Tax Maps 145LD-B-006 through 017, and Tax Map 145M-A-007.

Permitted uses for residential development are as follows:  single family dwelling units; two (2) family dwelling units; multiple family dwelling units and townhouses, excluding factory manufactured mobile homes constructed as a single self-contained unit and mounted on a single chassis; day care homes; day care centers, except that such use shall require a special permit under the terms of Article VIII of the Zoning Ordinance; schools; churches and other places of worship; fire stations and other public buildings; and parks, playgrounds and community buildings.  



3.
Residential development uses shall be also be subject to the following additional conditions:


a.
Provide at least one (1) pedestrian entrance from the street;

b.
No additional curb cuts on the street unless there is no alley access;


c.
Placement of all dumpsters to the rear of the property is preferred.  In all cases, dumpsters shall be screened from any public right-of-way; and

d.
There shall be a percentage of openings (doors and windows) on the ground floor primary street facade of no less than 30%.



4.
Permitted uses for commercial/warehousing development are as follows:  retail, wholesale and service businesses; offices; institutional uses; single family dwelling units, two (2) family dwelling units, multiple family dwelling units and townhouses, excluding factory manufactured mobile homes constructed as a single self-contained unit and mounted on a single chassis; day care homes; day care centers, except that such use shall require a special permit under the terms of Article VIII of the Zoning Ordinance; schools; churches and other places of worship; fire stations and other public buildings; and parks, playgrounds and community buildings.



5.
Commercial/warehousing development uses shall be also be subject to the following additional conditions:

a.
No convenience stores selling gasoline, gasoline service stations, or adult-oriented establishments shall be permitted on the property;

b.
Provide at least one (1) pedestrian entrance from the street;

c.
No additional curb cuts no the street unless there is no alley access;

d.
Placement of all dumpsters to the rear of the property is preferred.  In all cases, dumpsters shall be screened from any public right-of-way;

e.
There shall be a percentage of openings (doors and windows) on the ground floor primary street facade of no less than 30%;

f.
No security-type roll up metal doors shall be permitted on the street; and

g.
If additions are made to the building or structure or it is demolished then the height of the building structure is limited to 2 to 4 stores and a zero setback orientation to the street is preferred; however, a maximum of 15 feet setback shall be permitted if a wall, fence or hedge is provided at the right-of-way and activity is provided between the building and the right-of-way such as a park, plaza, outdoor dining or sculpture garden.



6.
All existing easements are retained.



SECTION 3.  BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, That this Ordinance shall take effect two weeks from and after its passage, as provided by law.
