ORDINANCE NO. 11216

AN ORDINANCE CLOSING AND ABANDONING ALL RECORDED RIGHTS-OF-WAY BOUNDED BY WEST 33RD  STREET ON THE NORTH, WEST 35TH STREET ON THE SOUTH, BROAD STREET ON THE EAST AND ST. ELMO AVENUE ON THE WEST, MORE PARTICULARLY DESCRIBED HEREIN AND AS SHOWN ON THE MAP ATTACHED HERETO AND MADE A PART HEREOF BY REFERENCE, AND PERMITTING COMCAST CABLE COMMUNICATIONS, INC., TENNESSEE-AMERICAN WATER COMPANY, THE ELECTRIC POWER BOARD AND THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA TO RETAIN THEIR FULL RIGHTS-OF-WAY TO MAINTAIN THEIR SERVICE LINES AND EQUIPMENT, SUBJECT TO CERTAIN CONDITIONS.

SECTION 1.
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, That there be and is hereby closed and abandoned all recorded rights-of-way bounded by West 33rd Street on the north, West 35th Street on the south, Broad Street on the east and St. Elmo Avenue on the west, on the following described property and as shown on the map attached hereto and made a part hereof by reference:

Glenview Street, a forty foot wide right-of-way, from the east line of St. Elmo Avenue thence extending 438 feet southeast to the west line of Broad Street.  Said right-of-way separates Lots 1 and 3 from Lots 2 and 4, Block 3, Scholze Addition #2, to St. Elmo, Plat Book 53, Page 124, ROHC, being parts of the properties described in Deed Book 5739, Page 268, Deed Book 5613, Page 245, Deed Book 4608, Page 740, Deed Book 4405, Page 271, and Deed Book 4399, Page 72, ROHC.  Tax Map 155G-B-007.01, 007.02, 008, 008.01, 010 and 010.01.



SECTION 2.
BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, That this abandonment shall be subject to the following conditions:



1.
Installation of a 4-foot wide sidewalk;



2.
Installation of street lighting;



3.
Additional landscaping to accomplish a more “pedestrian friendly” environment as approved by the Design Center; 



4.
Comcast Cable Communications, Inc., the Tennessee-American Water Company, the Electric Power Board and the City of Chattanooga will retain their full rights-of-way to maintain their service lines and equipment; and



5.
All other existing easements are retained.



SECTION 3.
BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, That this Ordinance shall take effect two (2) weeks from and after its passage, as provided by law.
