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ORDINANCE NO. 11408

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHATTANOOGA CITY CODE, PART II, CHAPTER 24, ARTICLE IX, TO INCLUDE A NEW SECTION 24-272, RELATIVE TO THE INSTALLATION OF SIGNS, SIGNALS, MARKINGS, OR OTHER DEVICES INTENDED TO REGULATE, WARN, OR GUIDE TRAFFIC ON PRIVATE PROPERTY TO BE IN CONFORMITY WITH THE UNIFORM VEHICLE CODE AND THE MANUAL ON UNIFORM TRAFFIC CONTROL DEVICES, 2000 EDITION.

SECTION 1.
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, That Part II, Chattanooga City Code, Chapter 24, Article IX, be and the same is hereby amended by adding a new Section 24-272, which states as follows:



Sec. 24-272.
Uniform Vehicle Code, adopted by reference.


(a)
Chapter 15 of the Uniform Vehicle Code (2000 Edition), is hereby adopted as additional powers of State and local authorities for the regulation of streets and public ways of the City.



(b)
Pursuant to Section 15-116 of the Uniform Vehicle Code, which is expressly adopted by reference, no person shall install or maintain in any area of private property used by the public any sign, signal, marking or other device intended to regulate, warn, or guide traffic unless it conforms with the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices, 2000 Edition, and/or the most recent edition of the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices for Streets and Highways and other standards issued or endorsed by the Federal Highway Administration.



(c)
Provisions of the Uniform Vehicle Code, adopted pursuant to Subsection (a), shall have the force and effect of law.



(d)
Violations of any provision of this Chapter, or the doing of any act or thing prohibited by the Uniform Vehicle Code or the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices, or the failure to do or perform any act required by the provisions of such manuals, shall constitute a violation of this Ordinance, punishable as provided in Section 1-8 of this Code.



(e)
Businesses having fewer than twenty-five (25) parking spaces shall be exempt from the provisions of this section.



(f)
The City Traffic Engineer is authorized to enforce the provisions of this section.



SECTION 2.
BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, That this Ordinance shall take effect two (2) weeks from and after its passage, as provided by law, but shall be operative immediately.
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
