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ORDINANCE NO. 11474
AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND ORDINANCE NO. 6958, AS AMENDED, KNOWN AS THE ZONING ORDINANCE, BY AMENDING ARTICLE V, SECTIONS 904, 906(1) and 906(3)  AND ARTICLE VIII, SECTION 107, TO INCORPORATE NEW LANGUAGE RELATIVE TO PROHIBITED USES AND STRUCTURES IN THE C-5 NEIGHBORHOOD COMMERCIAL ZONE.

WHEREAS, The Chattanooga-Hamilton County Regional Planning Commission has determined that there is a need to include restricted restaurant use in the C-5 Neighborhood Commercial Zone; and



WHEREAS, Until recodification of the Chattanooga Zoning Ordinance in January, 2002, delicatessens and bakeries were permitted principal uses;  and



WHEREAS, With certain requirements and restrictions, small-scale restaurants fit the stated intent of the C-5 Zone and examination of restaurants as a permitted use has led to a need to allow outdoor seating; and



WHEREAS, On-site consumption of alcoholic beverages does not meet the intent of the C-5 Zone; and



WHEREAS, The Chattanooga-Hamilton County Regional Planning Commission has adopted a resolution on September 8, 2003, recommending the adoption of amendments to the Chattanooga City Council to allow restaurants as a special permitted use, allow outdoor seating in restaurants and prohibit the on-site consumption of alcoholic beverages in the C-5 Neighborhood Commercial Zone; 

NOW, THEREFORE,


BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE;



SECTION 1.
BE IT ORDAINED, That Ordinance No. 6958, as amended, known as the Zoning Ordinance, within Article V, Section 904, be amended as follows:
Article V, Section 904, be amended by adding a new subsection (3) as follows:
(3)
Restaurants with fewer than fifty (50) seats and no drive-thru or drive-in trade or curb service:


The Board of Appeals for Variances and Special Permits may issue a Special Permit for restaurants under the terms specified in Article VIII.


SECTION 2.
BE IT ORDAINED, That Ordinance No. 6958, as amended, known as the Zoning Ordinance, within Article V, Section 906(1) and 906(3), be amended as follows:

Article V, Section 906(1), be amended by deleting the following:
(1)
Outdoor sales, service or display.

And substituting in lieu thereof the following:

(1)
Outdoor sales, service or display, except for outdoor seating at restaurants as permitted in Article V, Section 904(3).
Article V, Section 906(3), be amended by deleting the following:

(3)
The sale of beer, wine, and similar alcoholic beverages for consumption on the premises.

And substitute in lieu thereof the following:

(3)
The sale or consumption of beer, wine, and similar alcoholic beverages on the premises.



SECTION 3.
BE IT ORDAINED, That Ordinance No. 6958, as amended, known as the Zoning Ordinance, within Article VIII, Section 107, be amended as follows:

Article VIII, Section 107, be amended by adding the following Subsection (21):
(21)
For restaurants with fewer than fifty (50) seats and no drive-thru or drive-in trade or curb service in the C-5 Neighborhood Commercial Zone provided that the following conditions are met:

The application, in addition to the site plan and information required in Article VIII, Section 107, shall show the following information:




(1)
Location of parking and loading facilities.




(2)
Location of points of ingress and egress.





(3)
Location of HVAC and venting units.





(4)
Placement of dumpster(s).




(B)
A list showing:





(1)
Hours of operation.





(2)
Schedule of equipment maintenance.



SECTION 4.
BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, That this Ordinance shall take effect two (2) weeks from and after its passage, as provided by law.
