

ORDINANCE NO. 11548
AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND PART II, CHATTANOOGA CITY CODE, CHAPTER 25, CHAPTER 6 AND CHAPTER 11, BY REPEALING SECTIONS 25-25, 6-4, 6-5 AND 11-62, RELATIVE TO DOING BUSINESS ON SUNDAY.

SECTION 1.
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, That Part II, Chattanooga City Code, Chapter 25, Article I, Section 25, be and is hereby amended by repealing said section which provides:


Sec. 25-25.
Sunday business.
It shall be unlawful for any person in the city owning or operating any clothing, hardware, jewelry, furniture, department or variety store, drug, grocery or milk store to sell or authorize another as agent or employee to sell, dispose of or give away on Sunday any article, merchandise, goods, wares or commodities kept for sale in such stores; provided, such stores may open for business on Sunday after 12:01 p.m.



SECTION 2.
BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, That Part II, Chattanooga City Code, Chapter 6, Article I, Sections 4 and 5, be and are hereby amended by repealing said sections which provide as follows:



Sec. 6-4.
Sunday entertainment - Authorized.
It shall be unlawful for any person conducting or operating any theatrical or motion picture entertainment to open the same to the public and sell tickets of admission thereto on Sunday between the hours of 1:00 p.m. and 11:00 p.m.  No box or ticket office shall be open, and no admission to such entertainment shall be permitted before 1:00 p.m. on Sunday.



Sec. 6-5.
Same - Work week of employees.
It shall be unlawful for any person operating any theatrical or motion picture entertainment to employ or permit to work on Sunday of any week any employee who has, during such week, been on duty as much as six (6) days.



SECTION 3.
BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, That Part II, Chattanooga City Code, Chapter 11, Article III, Section 62, be and is hereby amended by repealing said section which provides:



Sec. 11-62.
Barbering on Sunday.
It shall be unlawful for any person in the city to engage in the practice of barbering on Sunday.



SECTION 4.
BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, That this Ordinance shall take effect two (2) weeks from and after its passage, as provided by law.
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
