AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND ORDINANCE NO. 6958, AS AMENDED, KNOWN AS THE ZONING ORDINANCE, BY AMENDING ARTICLE VIII, SECTIONS 102(4) AND 107, RELATIVE TO SPECIAL EXCEPTIONS PERMITS.

WHEREAS, the Chattanooga-Hamilton County Regional Planning Commission has determined that references within the Board of Zoning Appeals regarding Special Permits and Special Exceptions Permits are one and the same; and


WHEREAS, these Special Permit references should be modified for clarification and uniformity through the Zoning Ordinance; and

WHEREAS, the Chattanooga-Hamilton County Regional Planning Commission has adopted a resolution on September 13, 2004, recommending the amendment to the Chattanooga City Council; 

NOW, THEREFORE,

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE;


SECTION 1.
BE IT ORDAINED, That Ordinance No. 6958, as amended, known as the 
Zoning Ordinance, within Article VIII, be amended as follows:
Article VIII, Section 102, be amended by deleting Subsection (4) in its entirety and substituting in lieu thereof the following:
(4)
To review Conditional Permits and other Special Exceptions Permits specified in the ordinance to determine that the provisions of the ordinance are met.  In the case of Conditional Permits and other Special Exceptions Permits, the Board may set a time period for the permit, at the conclusion of which the Board may review for an extension of an additional time period or the termination of the permit.

Article VIII, Section 107, be amended by deleting the following:
The Board is empowered to hear and decide whether Special Permits (herein after referred to as Special Permits) shall be issued as proposed, based on a site plan map furnished by the applicant and other supporting documentation as appropriate.
And substituting in lieu thereof the following language:
The Board is empowered to hear and decide whether Special Exception Permits (herein after referred to as Special Permits) shall be issued as proposed, based on a site plan map furnished by the applicant and other supporting documentation as appropriate. 

SECTION 2.
BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, That this Ordinance shall take effect two (2) weeks from and after its passage, as provided by law.
