RESOLUTION NO. 21965

A RESOLUTION TO RECOMMEND THAT CERTAIN CITY OF CHATTANOOGA OWNED PROPERTY LOCATED AT THE SOUTHWEST CORNER OF WILSON AT HICKORY BE DECLARED SURPLUS.



WHEREAS, The City of Chattanooga Department of General Services has requested a Mandatory Referral for the purpose of conveyance of the Chattanooga Community Housing Development Organization; and



WHEREAS, the purpose of the referral and conveyance is to permit affordable housing to be constructed on the site; and



WHEREAS, the R-2 Residential Zone site contains 25,312.5 square feet of area; and



WHEREAS, the site will permit three (3) single family dwelling units or two (2) duplex structures to be built; and



WHEREAS, the proposed new housing will bring new housing stock into an older neighborhood of the City and should rejuvenate the area; and



WHEREAS, the Regional Planning Agency staff has checked with other units of the City of Chattanooga government and has looked at the Horizon Plan for the area to determine if there is any further need for the City to retain the site; and



WHEREAS, the other departments have no need for the site and the Horizon Plan recommends residential for the area; and



WHEREAS, on October 12, 1998, the Chattanooga-Hamilton County Regional Planning Commission recommended to the Department of General Services that the property be declared surplus.

NOW, THEREFORE,

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, That the property located at the southwest corner of Wilson at Hickory be declared surplus pursuant to the recommendation of the Chattanooga-Hamilton County Regional Planning Commission.
