BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, That BIG RIVER BREWERIES, INC. (hereinafter referred to as “Temporary User”), be and is hereby permitted to use temporarily the City’s sidewalk at 222 Broad Street for attachment of a 4-foot wide canopy over the main entrance of the building with its bottom elevation above the sidewalk at the City’s accepted standards;



BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That said temporary usage shall be subject to the following conditions:



1.
Temporary User shall execute the Indemnification Agreement attached hereto in favor of the City of Chattanooga, its officers, agents and employees for any and all claims for damages for injuries to persons or property related to or arising out of the temporary usage.



2.
Temporary User agrees to vacate the property and temporary use upon reasonable notice from the City to do so.



3.
Temporary User shall provide adequate access for maintenance of any utilities located within the easement.



4.
Temporary User shall obtain approval of the sign inspector and obtain all necessary sign permits, variations, or other requirements.

INDEMNIFICATION AGREEMENT

Temporary User will vacate the property and temporary use upon reasonable notice from the City to do so; the parties hereto agree that “reasonable notice” shall be deemed to be thirty (30) days.  Temporary User will restore the property to its original condition when it is returned to the City.

Temporary User will provide adequate access for maintenance of any utilities located within the easement.



4.
Temporary User shall obtain approval of the sign inspector and obtain all necessary sign permits, variations, or other requirements.
