RESOLUTION NO. 22204

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING PEARLIE LOWE TO USE TEMPORARILY THE RIGHT-OF-WAY ALONG AN UNOPENED HALF SECTION OF AN ALLEY LOCATED BETWEEN EAST 13TH AND 14TH STREETS FOR THE PURPOSE OF EXTENDING THE PROPERTY FENCE, SUBJECT TO CERTAIN CONDITIONS. 



BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, That Pearlie Lowe (hereinafter referred to as “Temporary User”), be and is hereby permitted to use temporarily the City’s right-of-way along an unopened half section of an alley located between East 13th and 14th Streets adjoining the applicant’s property for the purpose of extending her property fence;



BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That said temporary usage shall be subject to the following conditions:



1.
Temporary User shall execute the Indemnification Agreement attached hereto in favor of the City of Chattanooga, its officers, agents and employees for any and all claims for damages for injuries to persons or property related to or arising out of the temporary usage.



2.
Temporary User agrees to vacate the property and temporary use upon reasonable notice from the City to do so.



3.
Temporary User shall provide adequate access for maintenance of any utilities located within the easement.

Temporary User will defend, indemnify, and hold harmless the City of Chattanooga, Tennessee, its officers, agents and employees from any and all claims for damages for injuries to persons or property related to or arising out of the afore-mentioned temporary use.

Temporary User will vacate the property and temporary use upon reasonable notice from the City to do so; the parties hereto agree that “reasonable notice” shall be deemed to be thirty (30) days.  Temporary User will restore the property to its original condition when it is returned to the City.



3.
Temporary User will provide adequate access for maintenance of any utilities located within the easement.
