RESOLUTION NO. 22470
A RESOLUTION REQUESTING AND AUTHORIZING THE CHATTANOOGA HOUSING AUTHORITY TO CONDUCT STUDIES AND PREPARE A REDEVELOPMENT PLAN FOR THE ALTON PARK AREA.



WHEREAS, the City of Chattanooga is engaged in a planning program for the Alton Park Area (hereinafter “APA”), generally bounded by I-24, South Broad Street, Hawkins Ridge, the Georgia state line and Chattanooga Creek; and



WHEREAS, the Chattanooga Housing Authority (hereinafter “CHA”) is engaged in a planning program for the revitalization of Spencer J. McCallie Homes (hereinafter “McCallie”) under the HOPE VI program; and



WHEREAS, the APA and McCallie meet the requirements for a redevelopment project, pursuant to Tennessee Code Annotated, Section 13-20-201; and



WHEREAS, the City of Chattanooga wishes to support the redevelopment of the APA and the HOPE VI program of the CHA;

NOW, THEREFORE,



BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, that the CHA be requested and authorized to perform studies and recommendations relative to the establishment of a redevelopment plan for the APA; and



BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Regional Planning Agency and Chattanooga Neighborhood Enterprises, Inc. and City departments be requested to assist the CHA in preparing a redevelopment plan; and



BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the redevelopment planning process incorporate the following principles:

(1)
Owner and occupants of the APA be informed and consulted to the greatest extent practicable;

(2)
Acquisition and clearance of occupied structures be held to a minimum, with no involuntary displacement of homeowners;

(3)
Redevelopment standards incorporate the principles of “new urbanism” and be in keeping with the texture and design of the APA and surrounding neighborhoods; and

(4)
Potential funding sources be identified within the redevelopment plan or by separate report.



BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the City of Chattanooga will assume the cost of advertising and conducting the public hearing and publication of the redevelopment plan, such cost not to exceed Ten Thousand Dollars ($10,000.00).
