A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE CHIEF OF THE CHATTANOOGA FIRE DEPARTMENT TO ENTER INTO AN AMENDMENT TO THE AGREEMENT WITH THOMAS JOHNSON, ARCHITECT, RELATIVE TO THE DESIGN AND CONSTRUCTION OF THE FIRE STATION TO BE LOCATED AT MAIN STREET AND OLD ROSSVILLE BOULEVARD, SO AS TO INCREASE SAID CONTRACT BY TWENTY-FOUR THOUSAND, TWO HUNDRED FORTY DOLLARS ($24,240.00) FOR A REVISED CONTRACT AMOUNT NOT TO EXCEED ONE HUNDRED SEVENTEEN THOUSAND, EIGHT HUNDRED FORTY DOLLARS ($117,840.00).



BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, That the Chief of the Chattanooga Fire Department be and is hereby authorized to enter into an Amendment to the Agreement with Thomas Johnson, Architect, relative to the design and construction of the fire station to be located at Main Street and Old Rossville Boulevard, so as to increase said contract by $24,240.00 for a revised contract amount not to exceed $117,840.00.
