RESOLUTION NO. 23271

A RESOLUTION DECLARING A MORATORIUM ON CERTAIN BUILDING PERMITS UNTIL MARCH 13, 2002, SO AS TO PERMIT RE-EXAMINATION AND POTENTIAL AMENDMENTS TO THE ZONING ORDINANCE RELATIVE TO THE LOCATION OF COMMUNICATION TOWERS IN COMMERCIAL AND INDUSTRIAL ZONES.

WHEREAS, Chattanooga prides itself on its scenic and historic qualities which also have significant economic importance in terms of tourism, stability of property values and overall quality of life for residents; and



WHEREAS, It appears that the present provisions of the Zoning Ordinance regulating the placement of communication towers in commercial and manufacturing zones may be inadequate to protect the public welfare; and



WHEREAS, The Staff of the Chattanooga-Hamilton County Planning Commission has suggested amendments to the Chattanooga Zoning Ordinance for consideration to the Chattanooga-Hamilton County Planning Commission which in turn has recommended changes to the City Council; 

NOW, THEREFORE,



BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, That there be and is hereby declared a moratorium on the issuance of building permits for communication towers in the following zones:  

C-1 Highway Commercial Zone, C-2 Convenience Commercial Zone, C-4 Planned Commerce Center Zone, C-5 Neighborhood Commercial Zone, M-1 Manufacturing Zone, M-2 Light Industrial Zone, M-3 Warehouse and Wholesale Zone, and M-4 Industrial Use Zone.
