WHEREAS, The downtown Chattanooga is the cultural, social and economic center of the region; and



WHEREAS, The last Downtown Plan was published in 1993; and



WHEREAS, Many of that Plan’s recommendations and other significant physical changes have been carried out; and



WHEREAS, Many redevelopment opportunities, including new housing, still exist in the downtown and adjacent urban neighborhoods; and



WHEREAS, There is a need to coordinate infrastructure, transit, parks and other public improvements with redevelopment projects; and



WHEREAS, The current zoning regulations need to be updated to better reflect redevelopment goals;



BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, That the Chattanooga-Hamilton County Regional Planning Agency and the Urban Design Studio be and is hereby requested to develop a Downtown Urban Development Plan for the downtown Chattanooga area, being that area generally bounded by the Tennessee River to the west, Manufacturer’s Road and Frazier Avenue to the north, Central Avenue to the east and Chattanooga Creek to the south, to better reflect redevelopment goals for said area.
