WHEREAS, The Chattanooga-Hamilton County Regional Planning Commission has reviewed the current standards for the location of commercial towers in the City of Chattanooga; and



WHEREAS, The Chattanooga-Hamilton County Regional Planning Commission, on February 11, 2002, recommended the adoption of amendments to the Zoning Ordinance of the City of Chattanooga relative to the location standards and siting requirements of communication towers in commercial and industrial zoning districts to the Chattanooga City Council; and



WHEREAS, The City Council of the City of Chattanooga, Tennessee, adopted Ordinance No. 11253, on March 19, 2002, relative to the location standards and siting requirements of communication towers in commercial and industrial zoning districts;

NOW, THEREFORE,



BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, That there be and is hereby terminated, effective April 3, 2002, the moratorium on the issuance of building permits for communication towers in the following zones:  

C-1 Highway Commercial Zone, C-2 Convenience Commercial Zone, C-4 Planned Commerce Center Zone, C-5 Neighborhood Commercial Zone, M-1 Manufacturing Zone, M-2 Light Industrial Zone, M-3 Warehouse and Wholesale Zone, and M-4 Industrial Use Zone.
