BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, That the Chattanooga-Hamilton County Regional Planning Agency be and is hereby requested to develop a scope of work to conduct land use studies and if necessary a zoning study for the Lookout Valley area, being that area generally bounded by the Tennessee/Georgia State Line to the south, the Hamilton/Marion County line to the west, the Tennessee River to the north, and Lookout Creek to the east and extending eastward along Cummings Highway from Lookout Creek to its junction with Old Wauhatchie Pike and Broad Street.
