RESOLUTION NO. 23484

A RESOLUTION DESIGNATING THE BLUFF VIEW ARTS DISTRICT AND AUTHORIZING THE IDENTIFICATION OF SUCH DISTRICT.



WHEREAS, The downtown neighborhood served by the northern end of High Street generally bounded by Fourth Street and the bluffs along the left bank of the Tennessee River is a valuable cultural asset, and



WHEREAS, The Hunter Museum of American Art, The Houston Museum, sculpture gardens, private art galleries, public overlooks and associated restaurants and lodging facilities are all located in close proximity within this small area, and 



WHEREAS, The location is much sought after by tourists, but difficult to find,



NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, That the area is hereby recognized as a unique resource of special significance and is hereby designated as the “Bluff View Arts District.”



BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED That the Mayor and Administrative Staff are authorized to take whatever steps deemed appropriate to assure the proper identification of such district including but not limited to special signage erected along public rights-of-way.
