WHEREAS, Leon Silberman and Tom Owen, Sr. were modern-day pioneers in the Chattanooga bicycling community and principal motivators for creation of the first bikeway in the State of Tennessee; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Silberman and Mr. Owen were founding members of the Chattanooga Bicycle Club and the Chattanooga Bicycle Task Force; and 



WHEREAS, Advocacy and actions by Mr. Owen and Mr. Silberman in behalf of the cycling community in Chattanooga led to the development of the Brainerd Levee Trail and Phase I of the Bicycle Facilities Master Plan;

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, That the North-South Corridor, a segment of the Bicycle Master Plan Phase I, be and is hereby dedicated in memory of Tom Owen, Sr.


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That the Brainerd Levee Trail be and is hereby dedicated in memory of Leon Silberman and that both dedications are hereby approved and confirmed by the Mayor of Chattanooga.
