A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE CHIEF OF THE CHATTANOOGA POLICE DEPARTMENT TO ENTER INTO A MAINTENANCE AND CUSTODIAL AGREEMENT WITH THE HAMILTON COUNTY 9-1-1 EMERGENCY COMMUNICATIONS DISTRICT, A COPY OF SAID AGREEMENT BEING ATTACHED HERETO AND INCORPORATED HEREIN BY REFERENCE.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, That the Chief of the Chattanooga Police Department be and is hereby authorized to enter into a Maintenance and Custodial Agreement with the Hamilton County 9-1-1 Emergency Communications District, a copy of said agreement being attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference.

MAINTENANCE AND CUSTODIAL AGREEMENT
THIS MAINTENANCE AND CUSTODIAL AGREEMENT (herein “the Agreement") is entered into effective from and after the 1st day of November, 2006, by and between the CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, a municipal corporation, acting through its Police Department (herein "the City"), and the HAMILTON COUNTY 9-1-1 EMERGENCY COMMUNICATIONS DISTRICT (herein "the District"), created and operating in accordance with the provisions of the Emergency Communication Law, Tennessee Code Annotated, § 7-86-101, et seq. (herein "the District").

WHEREAS, the District was created for the purpose of providing emergency communication for all residents of Hamilton County, Tennessee, whether residing within or without municipalities, specifically including the City; and

WHEREAS, the District leases property from the City and operates a building located at 3404 Amnicola Highway, Chattanooga, Tennessee  37406, in order to operate a 9-1-1 system which facilitates emergency communications; and

WHEREAS, the City's Police Department also shares this building; and

WHEREAS, the City and the District desire to enter into this Agreement for cooperative efforts with respect to certain purchasing services, supplies, maintenance, and janitorial services; and

WHEREAS, this interlocal agreement is authorized by the Tennessee Interlocal Cooperation Act generally, including without limitation, the provisions of Tennessee Code Annotated, § 12-9-108; and

WHEREAS, the City and the District have had a previous agreement with respect to purchasing services, supplies, maintenance, and janitorial services, which agreement has now expired;

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the premises and the mutual promises and conditions hereinafter contained, the parties agree as follows:

1. Purpose:  The purpose of this agreement is to define the respective obligations of the parties relating to maintenance and custodial services. 

2. Definitions: 

“Common area” shall mean any passage, hallway, corridor, or system that is shared by the parties, including landscaped grounds, or provides mechanical and/or electrical support, such as ventilation, heating, and cooling systems and ductwork or related chases.
“Custodial service” shall mean the removal and disposal of waste matter, replacement of sanitary supplies, and the cleaning, dusting, and vacuuming by personnel of the District or by contractors retained by the District.

“Maintenance” shall mean any service, including but not limited to, building repair, repair or replacement of equipment and/or systems, such as air conditioning, whether provided by personnel of the District or by contractors retained by the District.
“Utility costs” shall mean electricity, natural gas, water and sewer charges.

2.  District Obligations: The District will:

A.  provide and pay costs of maintenance for the area under its exclusive control;

B.  provide and pay costs of maintenance for common areas and the City will pay one-half of the total cost (50%);

C.  provide maintenance for the elevator that is used exclusively by the City and the City will reimburse the District for one hundred percent (100%) of the cost of this service within thirty (30) days of receipt of an invoice from the District;

D.  provide custodial service for the area under the District’s exclusive control and common areas, and the City will pay one-half (50%) the cost of such service; and
E.  pay all utility costs (for what area?) and the City will reimburse the District for fifty percent (50%) of such costs within thirty (30) days of receipt of an invoice from the District.

3.  City Obligations:  The City shall pay such costs as mentioned above and cooperate with the District with respect to the provision of the services mentioned above.

4.  Use of County & City Services:  The District may use County and/or City maintenance service and may use the Office of the Purchasing Agent of the City to acquire products, supplies, and services. 

5.  Term:  This Agreement shall be effective retroactive to July 1, 2006, and shall remain in effect until the expiration of the Lease signed between the parties on April 5, 1994.  Notwithstanding the term hereof, either party can terminate this Agreement upon one hundred twenty (120) days' notice to the other in writing or upon written agreement of the parties.

6.  Notice:  Any notice or other communication required under this Agreement shall be in writing and shall be delivered, sent by facsimile transmission, e-mail, or sent by mail.  Any such notice shall be deemed to be delivered personally, sent by facsimile or e-mail, or, if mailed, three (3) days after the date of deposit in the United States mail as follows:

7.  Entire Agreement:  This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the parties, and no amendment shall be permitted except in writing.

8.  Severability:  In the event that one or more of the provisions shall for any reason be held invalid, illegal or unenforceable, the validity or legality or enforceability of the other provisions of this Agreement shall not be affected, provided that the severed provisions should not materially affect the economic substance of the Agreement.

9.  Authorization:  Each party warrants that the person signing on its behalf has been duly authorized by its respective governing body to bind that party to the obligations of this Agreement.
