
RESOLUTION NO. 25265
A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE Electric Power Board of Chattanooga TO PROVIDE CERTAIN ADDITIONAL SERVICES.
WHEREAS, the Electric Power Board of Chattanooga (“Electric Power Board” or “EPB”), has developed a detailed business plan for the provision of cable television and high speed internet services, has submitted the business plan to the State Director of Local Finance, and has considered the State Director of Local Finance’s analysis of the business plan; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to a notice of hearing published in the August 29, 2007 edition of the Chattanooga Times Free Press, the Electric Power Board conducted a public hearing on Wednesday, September 5, 2007; and

WHEREAS, all interested parties were invited to attend the public hearing and following the opening of the hearing during a recess were permitted to ask EPB management questions about the project; and

WHEREAS, all interested parties at the public hearing were invited to present oral comments to the members of the Electric Power Board; and

WHEREAS, members of the public offered oral comments at the public hearing concerning the proposed business plan and the provision of cable television and internet services, and members of the public were also invited to submit written comments if they chose; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to a notice published in the September 17, 2007 edition of the Chattanooga Times Free Press, the Electric Power Board has convened its regular monthly meeting and has considered authorizing the provision of these additional services; and

WHEREAS, after consideration of the foregoing, including the comments of all interested parties submitted at the public hearing, the Electric Power Board has determined that EPB should provide additional services under the authority of Tennessee Code Annotated Section 7-52-601, et seq., subject only to the approval of the City Council of the City of Chattanooga, Tennessee.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by at least a two-thirds (⅔) majority vote of the City Council of the City of Chattanooga, that the Electric Power Board of Chattanooga and to the fullest extent permitted by Tennessee Code Annotated Section 7-52-601, et seq., and other applicable law, is approved to provide the additional services listed in Tennessee Code Annotated Section 7-52-601, et seq., including, without limitation, cable television and internet services.
