A RESOLUTION SUPPORTING THE CONSTRUCTION OF A BRIDGE SPANNING THE TENNESSEE RIVER IN NORTH HAMILTON COUNTY.
WHEREAS, It is the desire of the City Council of the City of Chattanooga, Tennessee to promote and encourage efficient public travel along highways; and

WHEREASE, That no river crossing currently exists in the north end of Hamilton County; and

WHEREAS, The current route citizens must take to get to and from Soddy-Daisy to Harrison, Tennessee is impeded by extreme congestion during peak travel times and contains numerous traffic accident hot spots; and

WHEREAS, This congestion runs contrary to the best interests of public safety in North Hamilton County, both in terms of road safety and the access of egress of emergency vehicles to the from the area, particularly TVA’s Sequoyah Nuclear Plant; and

WHEREAS, The Tennessee Department of Transportation is currently investigating the possibility of construction of a bridge that would alleviate some of the travel time, gas consumption, and congestion along the route which citizens must now travel; and

WHEREAS, A modest toll, if necessary, would be acceptable, sensible, and a less expensive travel alternative to the current costs associated with travel connecting east and west banks of the Tennessee River in North Hamilton County.

NOW, THEREFORE,

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, that it does hereby support and endorse the construction of a bridge spanning the Tennessee River in North Hamilton County.
