The CD staff will cover the Consolidated Plan and the First-Year Action Plan. The discussion will primarily focus on the City’s five-year and annual priorities, as well as the Fiscal Year 2015-2016 funding recommendations.

Federal funding awards for FY 2015-2016 have been announced, and the City is expected to receive $1,654,122 in CDBG funds, $135,000 in CDBG Program Income, $665,430 in HOME funds, $160,000 in HOME Program Income, and $150,938 in ESG funds.
