AN ORDINANCE CLOSING AND ABANDONING A PORTION OF EAST 18TH STREET FROM BALDWIN STREET, MORE PARTICULARLY DESCRIBED HEREIN AND AS SHOWN ON PLAT ATTACHED HERETO AND MADE A PART HEREOF BY REFERENCE.



SECTION 1.  BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, That there be and is hereby closed and abandoned a portion of East 18th Street from Baldwin Street, more particularly described herein and as shown on plat attached hereto and made a part hereof by reference:

Abandoning the south forty and eight hundredths (40.08) of East 18th Street, beginning at the east right of way of Baldwin Street and extending east a distance of two hundred feet (200’) as shown by Drawing No. 601637-007 in the Office of the City Engineer, dated:  12-31-98.

Subject to a twenty-five foot (25’) radius at the southeast corner of Baldwin Street.



SECTION 2.  BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, That this abandonment shall be subject to the following conditions:

The conveyance by Koch Foods, LLC of a street right-of-way of portions of property designated as Hunnicutt Tax Map No. 145M-H-001, deed of record in Book 4644, page 723, in the Register’s Office of Hamilton County, Tennessee, as shown more fully by plat attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference.

The conveyance by third parties of a street right-of-way of portions of property designated as Hunnicutt Tax Map No. 145M-H-022, deed of record in Book 3457, page 866, in the Register’s Office of Hamilton County, Tennessee, as shown more fully by plat attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference.



SECTION 3.  BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, That this Ordinance shall be effective two (2) weeks from and after its passage as provided by law.
