ORDINANCE NO. 10947

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND ORDINANCE NO. 6958, AS AMENDED, KNOWN AS THE ZONING ORDINANCE, ARTICLE V, SECTIONS 503(3) AND 603(5), TO CORRECT AN ERROR OF PUNCTUATION RELATIVE TO THE REQUIREMENTS FOR AUTOMOBILE, BOAT, AND MOTORCYCLE SERVICE STATIONS, WASHES, DEALERSHIPS AND REPAIR FACILITIES AND TO ADD CERTAIN OTHER USES.



WHEREAS, on January 8, 1990, the Chattanooga-Hamilton County Regional Planning Commission recommended that the City of Chattanooga Zoning Ordinance be amended by adding certain language with respect to the requirements for automobile and boat service stations, washes, dealerships and repair facilities; and



WHEREAS, changes occurred between the January 8, 1990 Planning Commission action and the final adoption by the City of Chattanooga on March 20, 1990; and



WHEREAS, the changes have created difficulty in the enforcement of the intent of the amendment; and



WHEREAS, on November 8, 1999, the Chattanooga-Hamilton County Regional Planning Commission recommended to the Chattanooga City Council that the Ordinance can be amended to assist the Building Inspection Department with the enforcement of the Ordinance;  



NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA;



SECTION 1.
That Article V, Sections 503(3) and 603(5) of the Zoning Ordinance be further amended as follows:

That Article V, Sections 503(3) and 603(5), be amended by deleting it in its entirety as shown:

(5)
Automobile and boat service stations, washes, new and used dealerships and repair facilities, provided that the area being used for outside storage of any vehicles other than display areas or parking of wrecked or inoperative vehicles being repaired must be screened by a sight-obscuring fence, a minimum of eight feet (8 ft.) high.

NOTE: Automobiles displayed at automobile dealerships are not considered to be in conflict with the provisions of this ordinance.

And substitute in lieu thereof the following:

Automobile, boat, and motorcycle service stations, washes, new and used dealerships, and repair facilities, provided that the area being used for outside storage of any vehicles, or parking of wrecked or inoperative vehicles being repaired, must be screened by a sight-obscuring fence, a minimum of eight (8 ft.) feet high.

Automobiles, boats and motorcycles displayed for sale at dealerships are not considered to be in conflict with the provisions of this ordinance.



SECTION 2.
BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, That this Ordinance shall take effect two weeks from and after its passage, the public welfare requiring it.
