ORDINANCE NO. 11092

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND ORDINANCE NO. 6958, AS AMENDED, KNOWN AS THE ZONING ORDINANCE, SO AS TO REZONE A TRACT OF LAND LOCATED AT 1419 WILLIAMS STREET, MORE PARTICULARLY DESCRIBED HEREIN, FROM M-1 MANUFACTURING ZONE TO C-3 CENTRAL BUSINESS ZONE, SUBJECT TO CERTAIN CONDITIONS.



SECTION 1.  BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, That Ordinance No. 6958, as amended, known as the Zoning Ordinance, be and the same hereby is amended so as to rezone:

A tract of land located at 1419 Williams Street.  Part of lot 18, and lots 19 and 20, Block 2, J C Stanton’s Subdivision, Deed Book 5504, Page 650, ROHC.  Tax Map 145L-A-002.

from M-1 Manufacturing Zone to C-3 Central Business Zone.



SECTION 2.  BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, That this rezoning shall be subject to the following conditions:



1.
Preservation of the existing structure, except as determined by the Building Official to be unsafe for continued occupancy;



2.
No gasoline service stations or adult-oriented establishments shall be permitted on the property;



3.
No parking permitted that is unrelated to the use of the building, however, spaces used for the building may be leased;



4.
Provide at least one pedestrian entrance from Williams Street;



5.
No additional curb cuts on Williams Street;



6.
Placement of all dumpsters to the rear of the property is preferred.  In all cases, dumpsters shall be screened from any public right-of-way;



7.
There shall be a percentage of openings (doors and windows) on the ground floor Williams Street façade of no less than thirty percent (30%);



8.
Upper story windows shall have vertical or square orientation;



9.
No security-type roll up metal doors shall be permitted on Williams Street;



10.
If additions are made to the building or it is demolished, the following conditions will apply:

(a)
Height of the building or structure is limited to two (2) to six (6) stories:

(b)
A zero setback orientation to Williams Street is preferred, however, a maximum fifteen (15) feet setback can be permitted if a wall, fence or hedge is provided at the right-of-way and activity is provided between the building and the right-of-way such as a park, plaza, outdoor dining or sculpture garden;

(1)
Hedges shall consist of evergreen trees or shrubs planted in a landscaped area with a minimum horizontal depth of three (3) feet.  All plantings shall be installed at a minimum size of three (3) gallons and spaced on-center no more than eighty percent (80%) of the expected mature spread;

(2)
Walls shall consist of masonry, stucco or stone materials.  Walls shall have a minimum height of 3.5 feet above grade but not to exceed six (6) feet; and

(3)
Fences should consist of wood, decorative metal, cast iron or composite material.  Highway-style guardrails, stockades or contemporary security fencing (e.g., chain link) shall not be permitted.

11.
All existing easements are retained.



SECTION 3.  BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, That this Ordinance shall take effect two weeks from and after its passage, as provided by law.
