ORDINANCE NO. 12045
AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHATTANOOGA CITY CODE, PART II, CHAPTER 26, SECTION 26-7, RELATIVE TO ANIMALS IN PARKS.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE:


SECTION 1.
That Chattanooga City Code, Part II, Chapter 26, Section 26-7, be and the same is hereby deleted in its entirety and the following is substituted in lieu thereof:

Sec. 26-7.
Animals in Parks.

(a)
Running at Large.  It shall be unlawful for any owner or custodian to allow or permit any animal to run at large in any park or to enter any of the lakes, ponds, fountains or streams therein, excluding any animal parks.

(b)
Unsanitary Conditions.  The owner or custodian of any animal shall be responsible for the removal of solid waste deposited by said animal within City greenways and parks.  Enforcement of this provision shall be by enforcement action taken by City Police Officers, Animal Control Officers, or Parks Department Special-Commissioned Officers.  This subsection shall not apply to guide dogs and other service animals.
(c)
Posting.  Notwithstanding the provisions of subsections (a) and (b) above, the Administrator of the Department of Parks and Recreation may post some parks or areas within parks prohibiting such animals.
SECTION 2.
BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, That this Ordinance shall become effective immediately from and after its passage.
