A RESOLUTION THAT CERTAIN PROPERTY  LOCATED AT CITICO AVENUE AND TALLADEGA AVENUE, MORE PARTICULARLY DESCRIBED HEREIN, BE DECLARED SURPLUS.



WHEREAS, The City of Chattanooga Department of General Services has requested a Mandatory Referral for the purpose of declaring certain property surplus located at:

(a)
Citico Avenue, Hamilton County Tax Map No. 146C-K-016, known as the Citico Avenue Tot Lot; and

(b)
Talladega Avenue, Hamilton County Tax Map No. 148G-D-001, 013, 014 & 015, known as the Shepherd Park;



WHEREAS, the Department of Parks, Recreation, Arts and Culture has determined there is no need for the retention of the properties; and

WHEREAS, the Chattanooga-Hamilton County Regional Planning Commission studied and evaluated the properties and found no reason for the City of Chattanooga to maintain ownership of the properties; and

WHEREAS, on December 13, 1999, the Chattanooga-Hamilton County Regional Planning Commission recommended to the Chattanooga City Council that the properties be declared surplus, subject to certain conditions.

NOW, THEREFORE,

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, That:

(a)
Citico Avenue, Hamilton County Tax Map No. 146C-K-016, known as the Citico Avenue Tot Lot, be declared surplus; and

(b)
Talladega Avenue, Hamilton County Tax Map Nos. 148G-D-001, 013, 014 & 015, known as the Shepherd Park, be declared surplus subject to maintaining a site obscuring screen along the eastern property lines of Parcels 148G-D-013 and 014 unless and until such properties should be zoned R-1 Residential Zone.
