RESOLUTION NO. 22490

A RESOLUTION ACKNOWLEDGING THE BENEFITS TO THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA OF THE PROPOSED HIGH-SPEED MAGNETIC LEVITATION TRAIN LINK BETWEEN ATLANTA AND CHATTANOOGA, ENDORSING THE PROPOSED ALIGNMENT, AND COMMITTING THE CITY’S RESOURCES TO ASSIST IN THE IDENTIFICATION, AUTHORIZATION, DEDICATION OF SUPPORT, AND COLLATERAL ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT FOR SYSTEM IMPLEMENTATION.

WHEREAS, the City of Chattanooga acknowledges that traffic congestion, deteriorated air quality, and public mobility are current and growing concerns for the residents and visitors to the City; and

WHEREAS, the proposed high speed magnetic levitation train linking the airport facilities in Atlanta and Chattanooga with high density intermediate metropolitan areas, when implemented, will significantly contribute to the mitigation of the traffic, air quality, and mobility concerns; and

WHEREAS, the introduction of the magnetic levitation technology application to the region can materially contribute to the economic growth of the City through increased jobs, economic redevelopment, and new industry;

NOW, THEREFORE,



BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, That the City of Chattanooga:

1.
Endorses and actively supports the plan to implement a high speed magnetic levitation train in the region; and

2.
Agrees to commit the City’s scarce resources, as available, to provide assistance to the project sponsors in identifying and achieving commitment from available sources the following:


a.
Community awareness, understanding and support for the project,

b.
Commercial endorsement of the project and willingness to commit those resources to the project’s success,

c.
Incentive and opportunity for economic development and redevelopment around project facilities in the City for the mutual benefit of the City and the project.
