RESOLUTION NO. 22690

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING AN EXCHANGE OF PROPERTY BETWEEN THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA AND STEIN CONSTRUCTION COMPANY FOR THE PURPOSE OF CONSTRUCTING THE TENNESSEE RIVERWALK PARK. 



WHEREAS, the Chattanooga City Council has passed a Resolution (No. 21241) authorizing acceptance by the City of Chattanooga of certain properties from Stein Construction Company (herein “Stein”) for the Tennessee Riverwalk Park and said property was conveyed to the City of Chattanooga by warranty deed; and

WHEREAS, 
the Tennessee Riverwalk Park now calls for the proposed pedestrian bridge to be relocated further downstream, near the southern end of the Stein property; and

WHEREAS, it is now necessary for the City of Chattanooga to reconvey                  to Stein the .4713 acres along Amnicola Highway and for Stein  to convey to the City of Chattanooga approximately the same amount of acreage in an alternate location on the Stein Property.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, That it hereby declares the above referenced .4713 acres currently owned by the City as surplus and authorizes that the same to be conveyed back to Stein Construction Company and that the City accept, in exchange, the alternate Stein property shown on the drawing attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference for the purpose of constructing the Tennessee Riverwalk Park.
