RESOLUTION NO. 23585

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO ENTER INTO A MASTER INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT WITH HAMILTON COUNTY GOVERNMENT RELATIVE TO THE DEVELOPMENT OF ENTERPRISE SOUTH INDUSTRIAL PARK.


WHEREAS, It has been deemed in the best interests of the City of Chattanooga and Hamilton County Government to invest substantially in infrastructure improvements to the Enterprise South Industrial Park located at the site of the Volunteer Army Ammunition Plant; and


WHEREAS, Each government contemplates investing at least $9.25 million of its own funds and dividing equally the proceeds of a $1.5 million grant from the United States Economic Development Agency for such infrastructure improvements; and


WHEREAS, The City of Chattanooga has already appropriated $9,475,000 of city funds as well as its share of $750,000 from the aforementioned EDA grant specifically for investment in Enterprise South Industrial Park; and


WHEREAS, It is the intent of each government to divide and share equally in the costs associated with such infrastructure including but not limited to engineering services; architecture services; other professional and consulting services; marketing, advertising and hosting activities associated with prospective tenant industries; and other fees as may be incurred in this joint developmental effort; and 


WHEREAS, The City and County will at times alternate being lead agency on certain contractual obligations and relationships consistent with the activities listed above; and


WHEREAS, The costs of such obligations shall be reconciled periodically as set for in an interlocal agreement so as to maintain an equal split of expenses;

NOW, THEREFORE,


BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, That the Mayor be and is hereby authorized to enter into a master interlocal agreement with Hamilton County Government to commit to the timely investment of funds for ESIP to facilitate its development to the fullest including but not limited to: design and construction of essential infrastructure components such as roads; sewers; utilities; demolition of existing structures no longer required; landscaping; lighting; security; signage; marketing and advertising efforts and other such projects as may be mutually agreed upon with Hamilton County Government.
