BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, That the Mayor be and is hereby authorized to execute a joint agreement with Hamilton County with a term ending October 14, 2009 for a grant from the Tennessee Department of Environment and Conservation for the development of the Enterprise South Nature Park in the amount of $200,000.00, which requires matching cash and in-kind services in the amount of $100,000.00 from the City of Chattanooga.
