CLASSIFICATION SUMMARY:

Incumbents in this classification are responsible for providing strategic direction for the Department of Education, Arts, and Culture, and its activities. Duties include: overseeing the City-owned and operated arts facilities, including all theaters, auditoriums, civic centers, and senior centers; managing the department budget; producing and anchoring television programs that promote the City and its activities; serving on various editorial boards and commissions; developing corporate partnerships and grants in order to fund programming; and, creating new art and educational programs to be used in schools and centers throughout the City.   Work is performed under administrative review, working with the maximum degree of initiative and judgment.
SERIES LEVEL:

The Administrator, Education, Arts & Culture is a stand-alone classification.
ESSENTIAL FUNCTIONS:

(The following duties ARE NOT intended to serve as a comprehensive list of all duties performed by all employees in this classification, only a representative summary of the primary duties and responsibilities. Incumbent(s) may not be required to perform all duties listed and may be required to perform additional, position-specific duties.)

· Supervises EAC Department staff to include: prioritizing and assigning work; conducting performance evaluations; ensuring staff is trained; ensuring that employees follow policies and procedures; maintaining a healthy and safe working environment; and, making hiring, termination, and disciplinary recommendations.

· Provides strategic direction, oversees, and participates in the implementation of internal operations for the department, which includes: planning, coordinating, administering, and evaluating programs, projects, processes, procedures, systems, standards, and/or service offerings; ensuring compliance with Federal, State, and Local laws, regulations, codes, and/or standards; coordinating activities between multiple service areas; and, working to integrate and coordinate service areas.

· Develops corporate partnerships.

· Oversees grant research, proposal development, and submissions.

· Develops new and signature art and educational programming in various formats that can be utilized as a template in schools and recreation centers City-wide.

· Directs and reviews the analysis of a variety of data and information; formulates recommendations based on findings; manages priorities, work processes, and procedures; ensures adherence and compatibility with organizational goals, objectives, and strategic initiatives.

· Develops and implements procedures and controls to promote the efficient and effective utilization of resources.

· Collaborates with internal departments, applicable Boards and Commissions, task forces, advisory groups, the general public, external agencies, contractors, attorneys, and/or other interested parties to coordinate activities, review work, exchange information, and resolve problems.

· Represents the Department and/or the City at a variety of meetings, public events, training sessions, on committees, and/or other related events or groups in order to receive and convey information.

· Directs, reviews, and participates in the development of a variety of reports, work papers, revenue projections, fee structures, communications, schedules, and/or other related documents to and from internal departments, governmental entities, external agencies, contractors, and/or other interested parties.

· Develops and manages the departmental budget, including grant budgets; approves expenditures; reviews financial statements; manages financial operations.

· Performs other duties as assigned.

Bachelor’s Degree in Education Administration, Fine Arts, or related field and ten years progressively responsible arts and education administration experience, with six years at a management level.
