ORDINANCE NO. 10824

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND ORDINANCE NO. 6958, AS AMENDED, KNOWN AS THE ZONING ORDINANCE, TO INCORPORATE NEW LANGUAGE RELATIVE TO THE STREET TREE STANDARD ADOPTED IN ORDINANCE NO. 10641.

SECTION 1.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE

CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, That the provision in Article V Section 114(11) of the Open Space Subdivision Ordinance No. 10641, adopted on November 18, 1997, be amended as follows:

That Article V Section 114(11) be amended by deleting in its entirety and substituting in lieu thereof the following:

(11)
Street trees are to be incorporated along all public streets on lots developed under these provisions at the maximum planting interval of twenty-five (25) feet or located according to a Street Tree Plan approved by the Municipal Forester of the City of Chattanooga.  These trees should have an expected mature height of at least thirty-five (35) feet and are to be installed at a minimum height of twelve (12) feet.  All plantings must be trees.  Plants which are commonly identified as a shrub are not acceptable.  In planting the street trees, it is preferable to plant any required tree behind the outside edge of the sidewalk if the planting strip between the sidewalk and the curb is less than six (6) feet wide.



SECTION 2.  
BE IT FUTHER ORDAINED, That the City Council hereby ratifies and affirms all action taken in the adoption of Ordinance 10641 which established general regulations for Open Space Subdivision Design Option requiring developers to place street trees adjacent to public roads at a maximum planting interval of 24 feet.

            
SECTION 3.

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, That this Ordinance shall take effect two weeks from and after its passage, as provided by law.
