ORDINANCE NO. 10991

AN ORDINANCE GRANTING A FLOODPLAIN VARIANCE TO CARD-MONROE CORPORATION FOR THE PURPOSE OF CONSTRUCTING AN ADDITION TO AN EXISTING BUILDING AT 4936 ADAMS ROAD.

WHEREAS, Card-Monroe Corporation (herein “Card-Monroe”) submitted an application for a floodplain variance pursuant to the provisions of the Chattanooga Zoning Ordinance, Article V, Sections 1134 and 1135; and

WHEREAS, it appears that there is good and sufficient cause; the failure to grant the variance would result in exceptional hardship to Card-Monroe; and, the granting of the variance will not result in increased flood heights, additional threats to public safety, extraordinary public expense, create nuisances, cause fraud on or victimization of the public, or conflict with existing local laws or regulations;

NOW, THEREFORE,

SECTION 1.  BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, That there be and is hereby granted to Card-Monroe Corporation a variance of 3.77 feet from the 100-year Flood Elevation which is 662.23 Mean Sea Level (M.S.L.) at this site for the purpose of constructing an addition to an existing building at 4936 Adams Road, which elevation is at 666.00 Mean Sea Level (M.S.L.).

SECTION 2.  BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, That the Chief Building Official shall maintain the records of all appeal actions and report any variances to the Federal Insurance Administration upon request.



SECTION 3.  BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, That this Ordinance shall be effective two (2) weeks from and after its passage as provided by law.
