ORDINANCE NO. 11005

AN ORDINANCE TO CREATE A SECOND DIVISION OF CITY COURT.



WHEREAS, the City Council has the authority pursuant to T.C.A. § 16‑17‑101 to increase the divisions of City Court; and



WHEREAS, the City Council desires to add another division to City Court to enable night sessions and to decrease the case load for the current City Judge;

NOW, THEREFORE,

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE:



SECTION 1.  There is hereby created a Second Division of City Court.  The Judge of said Division shall have the same power as the present division of City Court.



SECTION 2.  The Mayor shall appoint a City Judge to serve in the Second Division of City Court, subject to concurrence by the City Council.  The City Judge so appointed shall serve until a successor is elected and qualified at the next general election.



SECTION 3.  The City Judge elected in the next general election shall serve until August 31, 2006.  Thereafter, the term of office of the City Judge of Chattanooga, Tennessee, shall be for a term of eight (8) years until a successor is elected and qualified.



SECTION 4.  The City Finance Officer is hereby authorized to pay the expenses of the election of a City Judge for the Second Division of City Court in the August general election.



SECTION 5.  The City Court herein created shall be The Second Division of City Court, which court shall be an evening court commencing at 3:30 p.m., Monday through Friday.



SECTION 6. That this Ordinance shall become effective two (2) weeks from and after its passage as provided by law.
