
 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1ORDINANCE NO. 11977
AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND ORDINANCE NO. 6958, AS AMENDED, KNOWN AS THE ZONING ORDINANCE, BY AMENDING ARTICLE V, SECTION 104 AND ARTICLE II OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA ZONING REGULATIONS TO DEFINE AND PROVIDE SETBACK REQUIREMENTS FOR INFILL LOTS.

WHEREAS, a Task Force was appointed to study the issues created by residential infill lots; and

WHEREAS, setbacks are a contributing factor in the compatibility of infill lots with the existing neighborhood character; and


WHEREAS, in an effort to find a reasonable solution, the Task Force has studied the issues and recommends that a definition for Infill Lots and setback requirements for infill lots be provided.

NOW, THEREFORE,

SECTION 1.
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, That Ordinance No. 6958, as amended, known as the Zoning Ordinance, Article II be amended by adding the following definition:

Lot, Infill:  Any vacant lot or parcel which meets all of the following:  1) served by sewers 2) fronts an existing public street 3) bounded on two or more sides by lots one acre in size or smaller with residential structures.  Lot frontage requirements for infill lots shall be met under Article 3, Section 303.4.4 of the Chattanooga Subdivision Regulations.  Setback requirements for infill lots shall be met under Article V, Section 104 of the Chattanooga Zoning Regulations.

SECTION 2.
BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, That Ordinance No. 6958, as amended, known as the Zoning Ordinance, Article V, Section 104, Height and Area Regulations, be amended by deleting same in its entirety and substituting in lieu thereof the following:

104.
Height and Area Regulations
1.
Height:  No building shall exceed two and one-half stories or 35 feet in height except that a building may exceed these height regulations provided that for every one (1) foot of additional height over 35 feet the building shall be set back one (1) additional foot from all property lines.
2.
Front Setbacks:  There shall be a front yard of not less than 25 feet.  For Infill Lots, the minimum front yard setback shall be the average of the two front yard setbacks of the existing dwellings on the abutting lots fronting on the same street.  The infill lot setback is not required to exceed fifty (50) feet, but shall not be less than the twenty-five (25) foot minimum front yard.  This requirement does not apply to Planned Unit Developments (PUDs).

3.
Side Setback:  There shall be a side yard on each side of the building of not less than 10 feet.  For corner lot side yard requirements, see Article VI, Section 108.

4.
Rear Setback:  There shall be a rear yard of not less than 25 feet.

5.
Minimum Lot Area:  The only minimum lot area requirement is 25,000 square feet for single-family lots on individual wells and septic tanks and 7,500 square feet for single-family lots on sanitary sewers.  In all other instances, a residential lot shall be large enough to construct the original subsurface sewage disposal system as required by the Health Department and to provide an area for 100% duplication of that system.  The area(s) for both original and duplicate systems shall meet the provision of the State Rules and Regulations to Govern Subsurface Sewage Disposal.  The Health Department may limit the number of bedrooms and whirlpool tubs on the basis of effective capacity of the proposed sewage disposal facilities.  The Health Department may require larger lots when septic tanks are used due to soil conditions, topography, drainage, presence of swimming pools, etc.

6.
Minimum Lot Frontage:  The minimum lot frontage shall be 60 feet on sewers and 75 feet on septic tanks.  For Infill Lot minimum frontage, see the Chattanooga Subdivision Regulations, Section 303.4.4.

SECTION 2.
BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, That this Ordinance shall take effect two (2) weeks from and after its passage.
