BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, That the Mayor be and is hereby authorized to execute a Joint Resolution with the Hamilton County Commission, the City Commission of the City of Red Bank, and the City Commission of the City of Soddy-Daisy, said Joint Resolution being attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference, with respect to Old U.S. Highway 27.

JOINT RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, THE HAMILTON COUNTY COMMISSION, THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF RED BANK, AND THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF SODDY-DAISY WITH RESPECT TO OLD U.S. HIGHWAY 27.



WHEREAS, the roadway variously known as Dayton Boulevard and/or Dayton Pike and/or Old U.S. Highway 27 (hereinafter “the Local Route”) located in Hamilton County, Tennessee, and running from its intersection with State Route 127 (Signal Mountain Road) north through the City of Red Bank, through the City of Chattanooga, through unincorporated areas of Hamilton County, and through the City of Soddy-Daisy to its point of intersection, north of Soddy Lake, with State Route 29, was previously designated by the Commissioner of the Tennessee Department of Transportation as a Main Traveled Road pursuant to the provisions of Tennessee Code Annotated, Section 54-5-102, et seq.; and



WHEREAS, in conjunction with the several phases and stages of construction, completion and opening of that certain four lane divided highway which is now known as State Route 29 and/or “Corridor J” and which parallels the route of the Local Route, above described, has been designated as a Main Traveled Road; and



WHEREAS, State Route 29 was planned, financed and constructed for the purposes of, among other considerations, complying with the provisions of T.C.A. Section 54-5-102(b) in order to connect all county seats by a four lane highway and to enhance development in and around the Chattanooga metropolitan statistical area and to improve transportation, and therefore economic activities with respect to areas previously served by only two lane state highways; and



WHEREAS, since the opening of State Route 29, and the decertification of the Local Route as a Main Traveled Road, traffic flows on the Local Route have remained at high volumes and have, in some instances, actually increased, thereby evidencing the accomplishment of the purposes for the construction and opening of State Route 29; and



WHEREAS, the Local Route continues to serve as a major collector artery for State Route 29 and supplements and enhances significant travel flows and significant traffic activity on State Route 29; and



WHEREAS, many motorists who utilize State Route 29 travel, and have no alternative but to travel, significant distances on the Local Route in order to access State Route 29 in that there are only seven (7) access points to State Route 29 along the approximate seventeen (17) mile distance described above; and



WHEREAS, the continued heavy local traffic flow on the Local Route, for access to and in conjunction with State Route 29, together with the economics of maintenance of the Local Route is and has been recognized by Chattanooga, by Hamilton County, by Red Bank and by Soddy-Daisy;



NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE ABOVE-REFERENCED LOCAL GOVERNMENTS AS FOLLOWS:



SECTION 1.  That the Commissioner of the Tennessee Department of Transportation is respectfully requested to redesignate the Local Route, known variously as Dayton Boulevard, Dayton Pike, and/or Old U.S. Highway 27, from the point of its intersection with State Route 127 (Signal Mountain Road) north through the City of Red Bank, north through the City of Chattanooga, through the unincorporated areas of Hamilton County, and through the City of Soddy-Daisy to its point of intersection, north of Soddy Lake, with State Route 29, as a Main Traveled Road and as a State Route in that the actual usage of the Local Route is much more closely identified, associated with and more properly characterized, in fact, as a State Main Traveled Road than as a municipal street and/or as a county roadway.
