A RESOLUTION TO ADOPT THE BUSHTOWN NEIGHORHOOD PLAN.

WHEREAS, the Bushtown Neighborhood Plan is the result of a collaborative, ten-month planning process involving representatives from the Bushtown Neighborhood Association, The Community Impact Fund, the City of Chattanooga, Chattanooga-Hamilton County Regional Planning Agency and Urban Collage, Inc.; and

WHEREAS, the plan represents the community’s vision for the future of the neighborhood and serves as a blueprint for future revitalization in Bushtown to restore a stable, family-oriented atmosphere to the neighborhood through rehabilitation and preservation of existing housing and construction of in-fill housing; and

WHEREAS, stable, neighborhood-serving commercial centers are essential to successful revitalization and the plan proposes certain public safety improvement projects, projects aimed at enhancing the communities visual appearance and suggests opportunities for the improvement of open space areas; and

WHEREAS, on September 11, 2000, the Chattanooga-Hamilton County Regional Planning Commission recommended to the City Council of the City of Chattanooga that the Bushtown Neighborhood Plan be adopted;

NOW, THEREFORE,

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, That the Bushtown Neighborhood Plan, a copy of which is attached hereto, is hereby adopted.
