A RESOLUTION APPROVING FISCAL YEAR 2001-2002 COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT, HOME INVESTMENT PARTNERSHIP ACT AND EMERGENCY SHELTER GRANT FUNDING AS SHOWN MORE FULLY HEREINBELOW.

WHEREAS, the City of Chattanooga may authorize pre-award costs for subrecipients pursuant to Subrecipient Agreements for the 2001-2002 Fiscal Year and in accordance with 24 CFR 570.200; and

WHEREAS, the total amount of pre-award costs to be incurred and/or paid during the program year pursuant to 24 CFR Part 570.200 for the Community Development Block Grant and 24 CFR Part 92.212 for the HOME Investment Partnership Grant is to be no more than twenty-five percent (25%) of the amount of the grant (to the City of Chattanooga); and
